A) Clean the edge of each fender flare using the enclosed alcohol prep pads.

B) Peel two to three inches of red vinyl backing away from edge trim tape. Applying the adhesive side of
the edge trim to the inner side of the flare, affix the edge trim to the top edge of the flare (the portion
that comes in contact with the vehicle).
