Locate the six factory holes in the rocker. Place a clip over each hole with threaded portion of 
clip on the inside.

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Open door, clean all dirt and debris from vehicle door 
sills, rocker panel, and beneath flares (if installed). 
Then, use supplied alcohol wipe (AD1-0008) where 
part will be positioned. NOTE: Temperature should 
be at least 60°F for proper tape adhesion.

1: 1/2” Tape tab

6: 1/2” Tape tab, The tabs at both ends of this tape must hang down for removal from tape.
