CONTENT 

ITEM 1 
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PROCEDURE 

1. Remove contents from box, verify if all parts listed are present and free from damage.  

Carefully read and understand all  instructions before attempting installation. 

Failure to identify damage before installation could lead to a rejection of any claim.

2. Begin installation by removing OEM rails bolted to the bed of the truck. Remove the two side rails and the front rail.  

  See Figure 1.

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3. Identify the two round holes on the side of the bed of the truck.  See Figure 2.  The riv-certs will be installed in these holes.  

4. To install Riv-cert, assemble as shown in Figure 3. Then, insert into hole and apply FIRM pressure against the side of the  

bed as you tighten the M10 bolt with a 17mm socket.  Using an impact is strongly recommended but not necessary.   

As you tighten the bolt, it will “pull” the riv-cert towards the bed panel  and eventually “sandwich” the bed panel between the 

riv-cert frontal flange and the deformed material.  See Figure 4.

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5. Next, proceed to position the brackets on the front corners of the bed.  See Figure 5.  

6. Insert the M10 hardware on the riv-certs installed on the previous step to hold the bracket in place while OEM rails are in-

stalled back in position.

7. To install OEM bed rails, insert supplied spacers behind the rails according to diagram below.  Repeat for opposite side. 

See Figure 6.   Use supplied M6 hardware items 9-11 to install bed rails.  The OEM M6 bolts may be too short.

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8. Next, position headache rack on brackets and fasten using M8 hardware items 6-8.  See Figure 7.  

9. Once everything is in position,  torque all hardware; M6 to 8-11ft-lb, M8 to 15-18 ft-lb and M10 to 30-35 ft-lbs.
