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PROCEDURE
1. Remove contents from box, verify if all parts listed are present and free from damage.
Carefully read and understand all instructions before attempting installation.
Failure to identify damage before installation could lead to a rejection of any claim.

2. Position box in desired mounting location.

Slide a mounting plate into each open end of the front and rear stanchions. Align no further than the leading edge of the
slot in the mounting plate. Mark the slot, remove the mounting plate and drill 1/2” hole. (Be sure there are no wires, brake
lines, gas lines, etc., below before drilling) See Figure 1

4. Lightly tap Plus Nuts into the drilled holes. Follow Plus Nut installation procedure. See Figure 2
Plus Nut Installation Procedure:

. Put the bolt, washer and 5/16” nut together in order (See Figure 2) and begin to hand tighten.

Drill 1/2” hole in truck bed.

. Insert bolt 1-2 threads past the end of plus nut.

. Insert plus nut assembly into the truck bed hole, hold bolt with a ratchet to keep it from turning.

Rotate nut with a wrench to lock the plus nut into the bed
C. Remove bolt, washer and 5/16” nut.
5. Place the mounting tab into the stanchion and locate slot in the tab over the Plus Nut. Secure mounting plate with 5/16”

X 1 1/4” hex head screw, flat washer, and lock washer. Complete this procedure on all four corners. See Figure 1
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Alternative Rear Mount Instructions

Use this method if you have space constraints in the rear mounting of the unit. See Figure 3

Pull drawer out of unit, once drawer hits the positive stop, reach into the box and remove the stop by removing the bolts
with your 1/2” socket. Completely remove the drawer and set it aside.

Center the rear mounting bracket on the Bed Safe housing and mark two holes in the floor and two holes in the Bed Safe.

Drill 1/2” holes in all four locations. Note: After holes are drilled be sure to sweep out all shavings from inside the box,
failure to do so results in the drawer operating improperly and roughly.

Place box back into position and install the plus nuts according to the “Plus Nut Installation Procedure” in step 4 of the
previous section. Put drawer back into position and reattach the positive drawer stop inside the box.

Secure using 5/16” x 1 1/4”” hex head screws, flat washer and lock washer as seen in Figure 3.

Stacking Bed Safe Units Mount Instructions

1.

Once lower Bed Safe is properly installed, place the next Bed Safe on top and use the angled mounting plate to attach the
two units in the rear section. Use previously stated “Plus Nut Installation Procedure”. See Figure 4.

Remove the top drawer stop and remove and set aside the drawer. Remove the two conveyer rollers and mark the outer
slots. Remove the top box and drill 1/2” holes then follow the “Plus Nut Installation Procedure”. See Figure 5

At this point remove all shavings from the drilling process from both boxes, failure to do so results in the drawer operating
improperly and roughly.
Secure all six locations with 5/16” x 1 1/4” hex head screws, lock washers, and flat washers.

Replace conveyer rollers, put drawer back into position and reattach the positive drawer stop inside the box. Failure to
replace stop could result in the drawer falling out of the case and possibly personal injury.
