TO EASE INSTALLATION OF YOUR FRONT FLOOR LINERS, SLIDE BOTH FRONT ROW SEATS ALL 

THE WAY REARWARD SO AS TO ALLOW THE MOST LEG ROOM. ONCE YOU HAVE INSTALLED 

YOUR LINERS, REPOSITION THE FRONT SEATS AS DESIRED. NOTE THAT THE DRIVER’S SIDE 

LINER ATTACHES TO THE FACTORY MAT RETAINING FASTENERS LOCATED IN THE CARPET. 

ON THE PASSENGER SIDE LINER YOU WILL NOTE A HOLE HAS BEEN ADDED TO FACILITATE
